Lesson Objectives 
· Demonstrate knowledge and skills to create works of visual art and problem solving, observing, designing, sketching and constructing.
· Identify geographical features that affect worldviews of both Aztec and Spanish
· Identify historical influences that affect worldviews of both Aztec and Spanish

· Describe the similarities and differences between the Aztecs and the Spanish in terms of Religion, Governance, Values and Beliefs.

Materials
· paper 

· pencil crayons and/or markers 

· string 

· glue and/or tape 

· wire
· wire cutters

· coffee can for circles
PROCEDURE
Hands-on Activity
1. Review the geographical features and historical influences that affect both the Aztec and Spanish worldviews.  Compare and Contrast these influences.  What is similar and what is different.  Ask the question:  Were do you think problems will arise when the two cultures meet?
2. Students will make mobile that show the different aspect of geographical and historical influences that affect the worldview of Aztec and Spanish

3. Use the cans to draw 2 circles out of paper and cut out the circles. The circles should all be the same size. 
4. This activity can be done in pairs or individual.

5. Have students illustrate the circles with words and pictures describing: 
Circle One

· Describe how geography (land features, climate) influenced the worldviews of the Aztecs.
· Describe how geography (land features, climate) influenced the worldviews of the Spanish.
· What geographical elements did the two societies have in common? What was different?

Circle Two
· Identify the most influential societies that the Aztec encountered and explain the effect each had.  Briefly including when and where they existed and the effects they had on the Aztecs.
· Identify the most influential societies that the Spanish encountered and explain the effect each had.  Briefly including when and where they existed and the effects they had on the Aztecs.
· Side three – Illustration of influential societies.

Circle Three
· Show the ways in which the worldviews of the Spanish and Aztecs were similar in Religion.

· Show the ways in which the worldviews of the Spanish and Aztecs were different in Religion.

· Side three – Illustration of similarities and differences.

Circle Four
· In what ways were the governmental worldview of the Spanish and Aztecs similar.
· In what ways were the governmental worldview of the Spanish and Aztecs were different

· Side three – Illustration of governments.

Circle Five
· Identify the worldviews of the Spanish and Aztecs which were similar in Values and Beliefs.

· Identify the worldviews of the Spanish and Aztecs which were different in Values and Beliefs.
· Illustrations of values and beliefs

6. Once students have finished illustrating their circles, have them fold them in half and glue the un-illustrated halves to each other to form a ball.
